Questions Teachers May Have About Racial Achievement Gaps
· Why are there racial achievement gaps?
· Is there a biological reason?
· Are the gaps simply income-gaps?
· Are all non-whites poor?
· If our income is the same, do the gaps still exist?
· Harvard University – the higher the income, the wider the gaps
· Who do these gaps affect?
· Asian, white, Hispanic, Native American, African-American
· Of these, Native American and African-American were forcibly stripped of identity, made to retain NONE of their customs, language or traditions
· While some Native American groups were able to recover some of their culture and language, the rest were not.  And only African-Americans were forced into slavery (not indentured servitude).  Both African-Americans and Native-Americans endured separation of children from their parents.  
· Many Mexican-Americans lost their land after the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo in 1848.  Their land became part of the United States.  They were here before the US was settled, yet today, many feel their descendants should be made to speak only English.  Until recently, these and others whose first language was not English had been made to learn in environments where a language other than their own was the medium through which they would be made to learn.

Culturally Responsive Teaching
· This is something that is already done, but the receiving end is mostly mainstream (middle class, white students).

· 133 students assessed on Math, 131 assessed on Reading 2012 PSSAs

· Teacher reading manual
· Purpose
· Develop a culturally responsive lesson
· Must following one of these tenants
· Teach a concept or skill using a cultural referent
· Should validate and empower
· Acknowledge the legitimacy of cultural heritages
· Build bridges of meaningfulness
· Know and praise own and others’ cultural heritages
· Incorporates multicultural information, resources and materials in all subjects and skills taught
· Use a rubric to evaluate your lesson
· Implement this lesson and others like it throughout the school year
· Give opportunities to assess through meaningful ways as well.
· Reading: when using authentic literature to teach a concept or skill, make available stories that are culturally relevant and meaningful
· Give the opportunity to demonstrate learning in a meaningful and relevant way
What Culturally Responsive Teaching Is Not:
· Standardized test prep – teaching students how to take test
Culturally Responsive Teaching
· Immerses students in activities and contexts that are culturally meaningful and relevant.  It builds bridges from that meaning to other contexts (text to text).  It makes learning more efficient and teaching more effective.  Because students have learned they will do better on tests.
