Welcome to the RAMP Tutoring/Mentoring Program!  Here is some information you should know about our program:


Tutor Volunteer Background


Tutors who participate are volunteers and are often members of our Monroeville or Pitcairn communities.  Many have careers or professions, but have volunteered to tutor because they care about kids.  They are aware of academic achievement gaps that affect groups of children in the community and desire to make a difference, one child at a time!


All tutors have Child Abuse and Criminal Clearances and have been certified by our organization as qualified volunteers to tutor.


Tutoring Guidelines


Tutoring takes place at the Monroeville Public Library.


Parents must remain at the library, but do not have to sit with their children during tutoring sessions.


Tutoring sessions are typically once a week for one hour, but can be more often if both the volunteer and parent agree.


We ask that parents supply us with any necessary information about your child's progress at school to include


report card grades


scholastic aptitude or achievement test scores


PSSA/Keystone scores


homework or test grades


anything that would help us to help your child


            and we ask for updates on your child's improvement at school.


If a tutee misses two consecutive sessions, he/she will be removed from active tutoring and will go on a waiting list.  If this occurs, the tutee will be reassigned as soon as we have a new match.
