Procedure for getting started:


Complete the volunteer registration sheet and submit.


Obtain your actual clearance paperwork for both the child abuse and criminal background (current within a year) and submit.  We will make copies and return them to you.


We will set up a tutoring orientation for you at the library.


We will look for an optimal matching situation…ie, a student whose needs fit your skills.


We will contact you to see if you are active to volunteer.


We will contact the parents of that student and let them know you will be contacting them to set up a time/day for your first meeting, as well as a regular schedule for tutoring.


We will be present for your first on your first tutoring session.
