You can schedule the conference room for your tutoring sessions.  Just ask for the reference desk…or Marlene Dean.


There are resource materials available behind the reference desk for use with our tutors and tutees.  Become acquainted with them as they may be helpful to you.


There may be a budget for you for each student.  Check with the tutoring chairperson.  If so, we can make arrangements for you to purchase items you may need.

Finally, a general rule of thumb for our program is:


Tutoring runs once a week for an hour a week


Tutoring can be more than once a week and can be longer than an hour each session – depends on your schedule and the needs of the student


We ask the parents to supply us with information on the child’s progress in school.  So the parent may supply us with a copy of the child’s report card. This may help you with understanding your tutee’s needs.


The parent does not have to be in the conference room with you (or at a table with you) but must remain in the building.  


If a tutee misses two consecutive sessions, he/she will be removed from active tutoring and will go on a waiting list.  If this occurs, you will be reassigned as soon as we have a match for you.


Please be timely on your session day, and remember to sign out the conference room if you choose to use it.
