The RAMP Board of Directors would like to welcome you to our Tutoring Program!  This free, volunteer-based program is made up of community volunteers, who often have busy careers and professions, but value our kids enough to set aside time to help them succeed!  Tutors have their appropriate clearances, and have been screened by our board and deemed a loving, caring individual who will have your child’s best interest.





Here’s how our program works.  You will need to complete a form that will inform us of your child’s needs.  We look to match your child with an available tutor based on your child’s needs.  The tutor will contact you to set up a time and day mutually agreed upon.  The meeting location will be the Monroeville Public Library, in a room set aside by the library for tutoring purposes.  You will need to bring your child to the library and remain during your child’s tutoring sessions, however you will not need to stay in the tutoring room unless you so choose.





During your child’s first tutoring session, either Brunette Richards, our tutoring chairperson, or I will meet with you to introduce you to your tutor, and answer any questions you may have about our program.





Areas that are mainly focused on with your child depend on your input on the enrollment forms, report card and IEP information (if applicable).  Our tutors are equipped to help your child with homework, and provide study skills and test preparation.  At the early grade levels, we recognize reading as an important facet of helping your child improve, and may focus on reading as the need presents itself. 





Attached, you will find the enrollment forms.  Please return them to RAMP, 500 Laurel Drive, Monroeville, PA, 15146.  As soon as we find your child a volunteer match, your tutor will contact you to set up your first tutoring session.
